This year’s Fall Fellowship is going to be fantastic, and takes place from Friday August 20th through Sun-
day August 22nd at Camp Mitigwa.  On Friday night there will be an optional rib-eye steak dinner from 6-7:30 pm 
and it will cost $9.  
We invite all those elected who haven't completed their Ordeal, to attend Fall Fellowship and complete it. There 
will also be a opportunity for Ordeal members that completed their Ordeal at or before the 2009 Fall Fellowship 
to get their Brotherhood. You can complete your work day, if you need to, by arriving at camp by 8:00 am Satur-
day.  There will be rifle shooting, an Order of the Arrow Trading Post, and many other activities to help bind us in 
fellowship. The Ordeal Candidates will have their ceremonies before supper and the Brotherhood Candidates will 
have their ceremonies after supper on Saturday.  On Sunday we have our annual Mitigwa Lodge business meet-
ing including the elections of Lodge officers. The Vigil callout will take place during the weekend as well. 

The 
cost of this event is $24 a person before August 15th.  After that, the cost raises to $30. This fee covers food for 
the weekend, as well as your 2011 dues.
